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INTRODUCTION

Last week continued the confrontation between the Republican majority and the Governor. This time
the conflict was over tort reform with the Governor vetoing the four bills encompassing that topic.
MICA supported one of those bills, SF429, providing that attorney fees must bear some proportionality
to the actual damages awarded.

The past week was also noteworthy in that yet another stadium-funding plan was presented by Ramsey
County while Minneapolis struggled to close a funding gap and lack of support by a majority of the city
council. The most recently designated funding source for the state’s share, electronic pull-tabs, also ran
into trouble with the charitable gambling industry demanding tax relief, reducing the potential yield of
the expanded gaming.

LAST WEEK - (February 6 - 10, 2012)

TAXES

On Wednesday, the House Property and Local Taxes Division heard HF1914, increasing the homeowner
and special property tax refund and phasing out the state commercial-industrial property tax. After a
number of amendments surfaced throughout the day to pay for bill’s costs in the current biennium, an
amendment was adopted by the committee to pay for the bulk of the bill’s costs through making
reducing qualifying rent for purposes of computing the renters’ credit to 15%, in exactly the same
manner as was vetoed by the Governor last year. (The qualifying rent for the renters’ credit was
ultimately reduced to 17% during the special session.) MICA testified for the additional homeowner
property tax relief in the bill as long as local governments would not be the intermediary between the
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state and homeowner as was true under the old homestead credit, where the state under-funded the
reimbursement for nine out of the ten years of the old credit’s existence. MICA also indicated that it
was hopeful a less controversial means of funding the bill that would allow it to pass muster with the
Governor would be found.

On Thursday, HF539 that would expand the agricultural classification to parcels of less than 10 acres
used for horse breeding farms, horse-training farms or horse boarding farms was heard in the House
Agriculture and Rural Development Policy and Finance Committee. Current law already allows parcels
of less than 10 acres used for the commercial boarding of horses, which may include related horse
training and riding instruction, if the boarding is done on property that is also used for raising pasture to
graze horses or raising or cultivating other agricultural products. The bill was tabled after a number of
questions from committee members questioning the bill’s intent when the bill’s supporters testified it
was not intended to expand the agricultural classification to property owners keeping horses for their
recreational use.

Administrative Rules
The Senate Jobs Committee passed SF1631, placing a two-year moratorium on new administrative rules
with certain exceptions.

PUBLIC SAFETY AND CORRECTIONS

On Thursday the Senate Judiciary and Public Safety Committee passed SF1371 to the floor which
modifies the revisions relating to the disposal of contraband guns. In the past law enforcement agencies
could either destroy the gun or use them for law enforcement purposes. This bill, authored by Sen. Paul
Gazelka (R-Brainerd), would give the additional option to the law enforcement agency of selling the gun
through a licensed gun dealer. At the same hearing the committee also took up a bill expanding the
definition of gang activity to include the unlawful possession of a firearm. The bill (SF1123) was
carried by former St. Paul Police Chief Sen. John Harrington.

Risk Managers

Last week the Senate quickly passed all four of the tort bills as they were passed out of the House and
then sent them on to the governor. The governor wasted no time in vetoing all 4 of the tort bills on
Friday of last week. These vetoes are adding to the growing contentious nature of this session. As a
result, it is a pretty good bet there will be attempts to override the vetoes to embarrass the DFL, but it
will likely not be a successful effort. One of the bills actually passed nearly unanimously in the Senate
last year because it was a bill carried by the late DFL Sen. Linda Scheid who courageously lost her
battle with cancer last year.

It is fair to say that these bills are essentially still in play in the legislative session. There’s a good
chance some of the tort reforms may be part of a final negotiation at the end of session, but it’s a little
early to tell if that is going to be the case. Certainly Dayton does not want to give much at this stage
unless there is some sort of global agreement to end session.
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The Omnibus Transportation Policy Bill in both the House and Senate includes a section that modifies
commercial driver’s license requirements for those seeking intrastate waivers from certain medical
requirements. The proposed new law requires a waiver application to be denied for 3 years after the
applicant has been convicted of driving on a suspended, canceled or revoked license. The bills have met
their committee hurdles and will likely move quickly to floor action in the next couple weeks.

TRANSPORTATION

On Wednesday the House Transportation Committee heard HF1284 (Beard), the Omnibus
Transportation Policy Bill. The bill is very similar to the Senate Omnibus Bill, which passed out of the
Senate Transportation Committee last week. Both bills have the provision that exempts motorists from
turn signal requirements when exiting roundabouts. The House bill includes a provision that provides a
preference for veteran-owned business in construction projects and authorizes MnDOT to reinstate a
targeted group business program for minority and women-owned companies. The repeal of the
prohibition on planning for the proposed Dan Patch Corridor is not in either the House or Senate
Omnibus Policy Bills. The bill passed the House Transportation Committee and was referred to the
Government Operations and Elections Committee.

Also, on Wednesday the Senate Capital Investment Committee heard a presentation from the
Department of Management and Budget on debt capacity. The House Capital Investment Committee
heard bonding requests from the DNR.

On Thursday the Senate Transportation Committee heard SF1264 (Senjem), which modifies the formula
for municipal state aid to cities to allow a handful of cities whose population fell below 5,000 in the
2010 census to continue to be eligible for state aid. The bill was laid over for further consideration. The
committee also heard SF1126 (Dibble), which provides for veteran-owned business in construction
projects and authorizes MnDOT to reinstate a targeted group business program for minority and women-
owned companies. The bill was laid over for possible inclusion in a second Omnibus Policy Bill that
will be taken up later in the session.

Also on Thursday Senator Gimse introduced SF1762, which authorizes $13.1M in bonding for the local
road wetland restoration program.
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HEALTH AND HUMAN SERVICES

It was a short week at the Legislature due to Tuesday’s Precinct Caucuses. Action resumed on
Wednesday.

On Wednesday, a number of reports were presented by the Departments of Health and Human Services
to the House Health and Human Services Finance Committee as follows:

e The Department of Health discussed demographics relating to Alzheimer’s Disease

e MDH gave an overview on Nursing Home Regulation Relief

e DHS and MDH addressed recommendations for alternative models of care for people in nursing
homes

e DHS released the report of the Non-Emergency Medical Transportation Task Force.
Recommendations include:

o Creating an ongoing Advisory Committee

o Eliminating the separate Access Transportation Services (ATS) and Special
Transportation Services (STS) designations and establishing an assessment process that
effectively matches the needs and resources of the person with the most appropriate, least
restrictive form of non-emergency medical transportation

Establishing a more effective process for reporting, tracking and resolving complaints
Eliminating real and perceived conflicts of interest for transportation coordinators
Maximizing the use of public transportation

Establishing standardized measures to evaluate performance and cost-effectiveness

With less than two years before individuals and employers choose new coverage plans as directed by the
Affordable Care Act, legislators are trying to wade through federal mechanics of mandated coverage and
how new required services will impact health care costs. One step along the process is creating
packages that include a list of 10 essential health benefits (EHBs). These EHBs must include:

ambulatory patient services;

emergency services;

hospitalization;

maternity and newborn care;

mental health and substance abuse treatment;

prescription drugs;

habilitative and rehabilitative services and devices;

laboratory services;

preventive and wellness services, including chronic disease management; and
pediatric care that includes oral and vision care.

On Wednesday, DHS Deputy Assistant Commissioner Dr. James Golden told the House HHS Reform
Committee that Minnesota will be expected to adopt a “benchmark plan” that would serve as a “floor”
for health care coverage. If a state chooses not to select one of four federal benchmark health plans, the
state’s benchmark plan will become the largest plan by enrollment in the largest product within the
state’s small group market.
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Several Republican committee members were critical of the federal EHB process, which is proposed in a
December 16, 2011, Essential Health Benefits Bulletin published by the Center for Consumer
Information and Insurance Oversight.

On Thursday, a number of health care professionals and program recipients told the House Health and
Human Services Finance Committee how last year’s cuts have impacted their businesses and clients’
lives. Testimony was given in three areas:

e 20 percent salary cuts to personal care attendants who are also family members of clients;

e closure of beds in corporate foster care facilities; and

e 10 percent reduction of services and reclassification for higher-functioning clients with lower
critical needs.

It was noted that an individual staying in his or her home with the help of a PCA, whether family or not,
saves the State money - as nursing homes and hospitals are a much more expensive form of medical
care.

On Thursday, the full House passed HF1766 (Lohmer - R: Lake EImo), a measure to block state child
care funds from going toward union dues. The bill now goes over to the Senate where Majority Whip
Ted Lillie (R: Lake EImo) is its chief author.

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PUBLIC SAFETY AND CORRECTIONS

The Legislature is actually entering its first full week of committee hearings since the beginning of
session. The prior 3 weeks have all had shortened schedules due to breaks and special meetings. The
judiciary and public safety committees in both houses have full agendas for the week. There are no
major bills affecting counties on the agenda, but a few of relevance. SF1747/HF1958 would modify the
Department of Corrections’ early release program known as “challenge incarceration”. This is a
modified boot camp program that allows prisoners to earn early release upon completion of the boot
camp and agreement to participate in intensive supervision upon release. These bills would limit access
to the program by denying it to those who have committed crimes that resulted in serious bodily injury
or vehicular homicide. The bills would also not allow those with a serious mental illness from entering
the program.

The bill expanding penalties for criminal neglect of vulnerable adults is back on the calendar in the
Senate Judiciary and Public Safety Committee this coming Thursday after being held over in that
committee last week. The House version (HF1945 — Gottwalt) will have its first hearing in the House in
front of their Judiciary Committee also on Thursday.

The House Health and Human Services Reform Committee will be holding an informational hearing
regarding the first potential supervised placement in a halfway house of a civilly committed sex offender
from the Minnesota Sex Offender Program (MSOP). Several other states have been able to manage
these placements without them becoming negatively politicized. Unfortunately, the House Speaker and
Majority Leader did a press release last week questioning this action by MSOP. Minnesota has the
highest per capita placements in this type of program and has yet been able to place a patient outside of
their secured facilities. Given the fact that several other states have been able to make these placements,
Minnesota could be unwittingly positioning itself for a federal lawsuit ruling that the operation of the
program is unconstitutional if they are not able to figure out a way to start placing some of these
individuals outside of the razor wire. Such a federal suit could have long-term negative fiscal impacts
on counties.
